BC FED HEALTH & SAFETY CENTRE
COURSE DESCRIPTIONS

Note: All courses offered by the Centre meet the criteria for the eight-hour annual
educational leave that OH&S Committee members and worker representatives are
entitled to under the Workers Compensation Act. Wages, course fees and
reasonable costs of attending must be paid by the employer.

1. BASIC OHS COURSE
GOAL:

The goal of this introductory Occupational Health & Safety (OH&S) course is to
introduce new Committee members and Worker Representatives to the basic principles
of workplace health and safety. OH&S Committee members who have had previous
OH&S education can use it as a refresher.

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

In this course participants will:

U Learn about the OH&S Regulation and the Workers Compensation Act, wor ker s 0
OHA&S rights and the procedure for refusing unsafe work.

U Learn the responsibilities and duties of the OH&S Committee.

U Learn how to conduct effective safety inspections.

U Have the opportunity to put theory into practice in various interactive exercises in the
course.

U Be updated on changes to the OH&S Regulation.

2. ADVANCED OHS COURSE
GOAL:

Webve heard from many Joint OH&S Committee me
their difficulties. The Advanced OH&S Course has been designed to allow participants

to develop the tools, resources and strategies to build on their successes and to tackle

the tough OH&S issues at their workplaces. This educational opportunity will assist

Committee members in the valuable work they do in protecting the health and safety of

workers.



LEARNING OUTCOMES:

In this course participants will:

U Discuss barriers facing joint OH&S Committees and develop practical strategies and
solutions to deal with them.

U Learn about OH&S trends such as Behaviour-Based Safety programs and how they
impact the work of the Committee.

U Learn how to use the OH&S Regulation and the Workers Compensation Act as
resources.

0 Use work specific case studies to practically apply the tools, resources and
strategies necessary to solve OH&S problems.

Prerequisite: Participants must have taken a Basic OH&S Course not less than 6
months prior to registering in this Advanced Course.

3. ACCIDENT INCIDENT INVESTIGATIONS OHS COURSE
GOAL:

An accident or near miss incident happens at your workplace. An investigation by the
employer and the OH&S Committee must take place. It is your responsibility to gather
the facts, objectively assess those facts and arrive at appropriate measures to prevent
any further injuries. How do you conduct an effective investigation in an often-traumatic
atmosphere?

Accident investigation is a serious business. This course will provide you with the
opportunity to improve your investigative skills.

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

In this course participants will:

U Learn the Workers Compensation Act and OH&S Regulation requirements for
accident/incident investigations.

U Learn how to conduct effective interviews in order to get the full story of the incident.

U Learn how to assess all the contributing factors in order to put forward an effective
control measure.

Participants will conduct an accident investigation and put theory to practice.
4. WORKPLACE ERGONOMICS

GOAL:

This course is designed to provide OH&S Committee members and Worker

Representatives with the knowledge and skills to identify ergonomic problems at their
workplace. Design and development of work environments to fit the needs of workers



will also be addressed. According to Statistics Canada, one out of every ten Canadians
had a workplace musculoskeletal injury (MSI) serious enough to limit normal activities.
In BC, 34% of all workplace injuries are MSI.

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

In this course participants will:

U Learn how to identify and assess ergonomic hazards.

U Learn how to apply effective control measures to prevent MSIs.

U Learn strategies to assist in implementing an effective MSI prevention program at
their workplaces.

U Participants will have an opportunity to put theory into practice in the exercise, i F i X
That Job. o

Completion of a Basic OH&S Course in occupational health and safety is advantageous
before taking this course.

5. WORKPLACE TOXINS

What toxic dangers lurk at your workplace? Are you exposed to harmful toxins
such as: chemical solvents and cleaners, electro-magnetic fields, diesel fumes,
wood dust, or asbestos at your workplace?

In this course participants will:

U Learn about the relationship between health and environmental effects of exposure
to toxins at their workplaces.

U Learn about worker rights and protections under the WCB OH&S regulation.

U Learn about the sources and effects of exposure to: carcinogens, endocrine
disrupters, neuro and reproductive toxins, liver and kidney toxins and sensitizers.

U Learn to identify essential components of MSDS and how to use resources to assist
in analyzing MSDS information.

U Learn to work on an exposure control plan for their workplace.

Participants are asked to bring Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) from products used
in their workplace.

6. PREVENTION OF VIOLENCE IN THE WORKPLACE
The incidence of violence in BC workplaces is staggering!

U 50% of nurses and social service workers report some form of violence, including
threats and verbal abuse annually.

U One quarter of nurses and social service workers report physical violence.

21% of retail workers in BC have experienced violent acts.

U 4.5% of teachers are physically assaulted.

GOAL:

The repercussions of violence for workers are devastating, affecting their physical and
mental health and job satisfaction. For employers it means reduced productivity. This
course assists OH&S Committee members in identifying potentially violent situations in
their workplace and developing a plan for violence prevention.

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

In this course participants will:

U Learn what the requirements of the OH&S Regulation are for implementing a
violence prevention program.

U Learn how to identify and assess hazards of violence and implement controls at your
workplace.

Participants will put theory into practice when they work on developing a violence
prevention program for their workplace.

7. WHOLE BODY VIBRATION

Whole Body Vibration & Heavy Equipment Ergonomics Course Designed for:
construction, forestry, sawmills (for forklifts), municipality, bus drivers, ferry
workers, transportation workers (delivery, long haul), railway workers, pilots,
coast guard, etc.

GOAL:

This course is designed to provide OH&S Committees and Worker Representatives with
the knowledge and skills to deal with all aspects of heavy equipment ergonomics
including seating design and adjustment, and posture. Access and egress, visibility,
and design and location of dials and displays will be discussed. Frequency, magnitude,
direction and duration of whole body vibration are covered.

LEARNING OUTCOMES:

In this course participants will:

U Learn about the health effects resulting from exposure to whole body vibration,
especially back pain and other disorders.

U Learn standards and guidelines for measuring and evaluating whole body vibration.

U Learn how to implement control measures to prevent and reduce exposure to whole
body vibration hazards.

Case studies of solutions will be used to give participants an opportunity to solve
vibration hazards in their workplaces.



8. STRESS IN THE WORKPLACE (**NEW**)
GOAL:

This course is designed for OH&S Committee Members and Worker Representatives to
identify organizational stressors that cause workplace stress and worker burnout. We
will examine how the Joint Health and Safety Committee can work with the employer to
develop prevention strategies to reduce worker stress.

This is not a time management course.
LEARNING OUTCOMES:

In this course participants will:

U Discuss what stress is and how it affects you and your body.

Learn about the contributing organizational stressors in the workplace.
Identify the stress hazards in your own workplace.

Discuss how stress affects our family, our work, and our community.
